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PEO EIS Industry Day to focus on 

Information Transformation

FORT BELVOIR, VA -- An Industry Day on behalf of Program Executive Office Enterprise Information Systems (PEO EIS) is being held on March 26th at the Fairview Park Marriott in Falls Church, VA from 8am to 7pm.  Armed Forces Communications and Electronics Association - Belvoir Chapter and the Federal Business Council are co-sponsoring the event.    

The Industry Day will provide a forum for PEO EIS to highlight our key role in Army Transformation -- focusing on contemporary information technology initiatives.  All Project Managers will be sharing their vision and goals with their industry counterparts in areas of process improvement and strategic movement to a well connected, transformed, objective force. 

At a noontime lunch, the Army’s Chief Information Officer, Lt. Gen. Peter Cuviello will be speaking about a network-centric Army and the role that PEO EIS plays.  And, at 4:30 p.m. the Secretary of the Army for Acquisition, Logistics and Technology, the Honorable Claude Bolton will talk about the importance of PEO EIS to the Army and Department of Defense mix.

A year ago PEO EIS underwent a transformation of its own by combining the assets of PEO Standard Army Management Information Systems (STAMIS), Communications and Electronics Command (CECOM) Systems Management Center (SMC), and Research, Development, Acquisition, and Sustainment Information Activity (RDASIA) into one comprehensive entity providing total A-Z information technology solutions encompassing software, hardware and communications. 

Each of the PEO's functional areas will be represented: DPEO for Infrastructure, DPEO for Army Information Systems, and the DPEO for Army Enterprise. The DPEO for Infrastructure acquires the telecommunications infrastructure, worldwide, for reachback between the forward-deployed warfighter and stay-behind sustaining forces. DPEO for Information Systems manages information / business systems development, integration and fielding, focusing in areas of logistics, medical, personnel, training and transportation. The DPEO for Army Enterprise is implementing the Army's network-centric future communications and knowledge based "infostructure." PMs will bring these systems and technologies alive with hands-on exhibits and displays in support of ongoing transformation efforts.
