ift Savings Plan Open Season May 15, 2002, to July

1. The TSP Open Season is 15 May 2002 through 31 July 2002.
Diring this Open Season, you may elect to begin contributing to
the TSP, change the amount of your contributions, or allocate TSP
contributions to your account among the five investment funds.

2. You may invest all or any portion of your TSP contributions
into any of the five TSP investment funds: the Government
Securities Investment (G) fund, the Common Stock Index Investment
(C) fund, the Fixed Income Index Investment (F) fund, the
International Stock Index Fund (I) and the U.S.Small
Capitalization Fund (S). This is true whether you are covered by
the Federal Employees' Retirement System (FERS) or the Civ:
Service Retirement System (CSRS). Please visit the TSP website at
. tsp.gov. You must have your pin number to make the change.
During this open season you may also allocate your funds into any
one of the five funds available. This is also dome through the
website or the Thriftline at 504-255-8777. Again, you must have
your pin number.

3. Who is eligible? Newly hired employess can sign up to
contribute to the TSP during an initial 60 day eligibility
period. Your contributions will begin no later than the
£ull payperiod after your agency accepts your election. If you
do not make an election during this period, then you must wait
until the Open Season to make your election. You may only make
one slection during the Open Season.
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4. If you stopped your TSP contributions during an Open Season
then you must wait until the next Open Season. If you stop
cutside of an open Season, you must wait until the second open
season to start again

5. How the investment opportunity affects FERS employees. Your
investment election applies to all contributions to your TSP
account to include Employee, Agency Automatic (13), and Agency
Matching Contributions. However, even if you are not making
Employee Contributions, you may still make a TSP election to
invest all or any porcion of your Agency Automatic Contributions
in any of the three funds. This is true even if you are not able
to make an election to contribute this Open Season because you
stopped contributing after 31 December 200:

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[image: image2.jpg]How to make an Open Season Election. To elect your percentage,
you must do it throught the Army Benefits Center Civilian at
www.abc.army.mil or 1-877-276-9287. You may now elect up to 12%
if you are FERS and 7% if you are CSRS.

To allocate your funds you must visit the TSP Website at
www.tsp.gov or contact the ThriftLine at 504-255-8777. You may
also use TSP form 50 to allocate your funds. You must however,
send in an original TSP form 50 which can be obtained through
your administrative office within your organization, the CPAC,
Bldg 320. THE TSP FORM 50 CANNOT BE XEROXED OR FAXED.

7. When Open Season elections become effective. If you make
your election prior to 14 July 2002 it will become effective 14
July 2002. Your paycheck dated 8 August 2002 will reflect this
election. If you make an election after this date, it will be
effective on the first day of the first full pay period after it
has been accepted by this office. An election cannot be accepted

after 31 July 2002.
