Fiscal Year (FY) 2004 General Officer Steering Committee (GOSC)

Preparation is underway for the FY 2004 GOSC.  All Project/Product Managers and Acquisition Command requirements will be reviewed and validated by the FY 2004 GOSC.   A Memorandum of Instructions (MOI) will be distributed to all acquisition organizations by mid-to-end May 2002.  There are few changes to the GOSC process this year.  Council of Colonels will be added to the process and will convene after the Acquisition Support Center’s review/recommendations.  This Council (COL/GS15) will be comprised of representatives from each organization on the Command Select List.  More information will follow on this under separate cover.  Also, the MOI will address all the specific of the FY 2004 GOSC.

Again, a web-based software application, called Acquisition 

Workbook Analysis and Readiness Evaluation (AWARE), will be used by all acquisition organizations to enter their program data.  The 

AWARE application will be operational on July 12, 2002, and 

training will be conducted for all users at Fort Belvoir, tentatively scheduled for July 8-9, 2002.  More information regarding this training will be provided to everyone under separate cover.   As soon as the milestones are firmed up, everyone will be notified.

The proposed AMSAA Workload Based Manpower Requirements Determination Survey has been postponed pending additional discussions with our senior leadership.

DA-PAM 70-3 Rewrite Update

Comments are being coordinated with subject matter experts and incorporated in the documents in DA-PAM 70-3.  The second staffing of both documents will occur with comments due early in May 2002. 

In addition, approval has been granted to change the number for the “Army Acquisition Procedures” pamphlet.  With the next publication, the pamphlet will change to DA Pam 70-1.  The acquisition workforce will have only one number to remember to access both Army Acquisition Policy (AR 70-1) and Acquisition Procedures (DA Pam 70-3).

New DOD 5000.2 Published

The latest version of DoD 5000.2-R, “Mandatory Procedures for Major Acquisition Programs (MDAPS) and Major Automated Information System (MAIS) Acquisition Programs,” was released April 5, 2002.  The changes contained in this version reflect coordinated service input from late 2001.  The April 5 version has not yet made it to the Internet.  The next change to DoDI 5000.2, “Operation of the Defense Acquisition System,” has been signed and release is expected soon.
