Program Management for S&T Managers

This course, which will be offered starting in FY03, provides an understanding of the procedures and mechanisms used to transition advanced technologies into war fighting systems.  Personnel associated with science and technology program management will be able to understand the challenges presented in the weapons systems acquisition process, assess the implications of various technology transition mechanisms, and apply effective technology transition practices.

Objectives:  Students who successfully complete the course will be able to:

· Understand the challenge presented in the weapon systems acquisition process
· Assess the implications of various technology transition mechanisms
· Apply effective technology transition practices
Who Should Attend:  This course should be taken by Acquisition Workforce personnel whose duties include: (1) developing overall program goals for S&T funds, (2) acquiring the services of scientists, engineers, and technical support personnel to perform science and technology research for DoD, (3) providing funds and oversight of the S&T performers, including universities, industry, and federal government organizations, and (4) interfacing with the technology customers to expedite the transition of technology to the user.
