Subject:  LOG 201A/B in FY03

1.  The Distance Learning (DL) phase of LOG201 (LOG201A) will be increased.  The student completion time goes from 4 weeks to 8 weeks, aligning LOG 201’s DL with similar Level II DAU hybrid courses.  The DL student training requirement remains unchanged at 60 hours.  Students must complete LOG 201A assigned work and submit required assessments to the instructor every 2 weeks.

2.  The LOG201 resident phase (LOG 201B) will decrease from 8 in-class days to 5 days.  The period break between completion of LOG 201A and attendance at LOG 201B will be 2 weeks, depending on how holidays fall within the class schedule.
