Request widest dissemination of the following text to preclude undue hardship to all personnel requesting access to the Pentagon for OFFICIAL BUSINESS:

Effective 14 July, PFPA will initiate a robust program that will effect the access to the Pentagon as follows:

Anyone who has a building pass with "PNT" on it and has not swiped that pass via any of the turnstiles at the Pentagon within 190 days, will be deactivated.  

If an individual of your agency becomes subject to this new program initiative, their building pass will be "DEACTIVATED" rendering it useless for access through the turnstiles.  The pass will be immediately confiscated and they will be given instructions to go directly to the main building pass office located in the Metro Entrance Facility for further processing.  The Pass Office personnel will notify the Authorized Official who requested the Pass for the individual to determine if they are still in need of the building pass.

This program will continue thereafter providing a viable procedure for maintenance of our voluminous access control program.

We ask that you inform your personnel not to question the Police Officers or other security personnel if they are subject to the program constraints as this may cause further rebadging problems.

WHY IS PFPA INITIATING THIS PROGRAM...YOU ASK?

1)  With over 190,000 active badges in our system, this automated procedure will enable us to clean up our database and allow the system to operate in a more efficient and expeditious manner.

2)  Pentagon employees are constantly relocating and from time to time fail to turn-in their pass prior to outprocessing.  This procedure will remove those passes.  

3)  Loss or Stolen passes that have not been reported will be removed from the system.

4)  Individuals who have retained several passes after reporting them lost and later finding them but fail to turn them in, will have all passes removed from the system except the most recent active one.

Important NOTE to Authorized Officials:

Anyone who has received an exception to policy for issuance of a building pass due to them being assigned out of the local area, will  be required to contact their Authorized Official (the person who requested their building pass) who will contact this office prior to arrival to preclude access block.
