Thank you for your help in distributing this information throughout your organizations. A free shuttle bus service on Fort Belvoir will begin Monday at 9 a.m.for both a northbound and southbound route.  A complete schedule will be posted on the Belvoir home page, www.belvoir.army.mil, this afternoon, and will be printed in next week's Belvoir Eagle. Service on the northbound shuttle will begin at the Van Noy Library, with stops at several South Post facilities before heading to North Post, where the route ends at the PX/Commissary. 

The southbound shuttle will begin at the PX/Commissary with stops at several North Post facilities before heading to South Post, where the route ends at the library (except on its last run, see below). At the end each route, the buses will turn around and head back in the opposite direction. The last stop is at 5:45 p.m. at the PX/Commissary for the northbound bus, and at 5:45 p.m. at DeWitt for the southbound bus. This shuttle service is offered primarily for active-duty soldiers, but anyone with a DOD ID card can ride the buses on a space available basis.
